— Berlin 11. - 16. fijna 2015

prezentaci aktudlnich i historickych konceptl vyzkumu, péce a konzervace movitych pamatek
z papiru. Asociace IADA sdruZuje restauratory pracujici v muzeich, archivech, knihovnach a v
soukromé praxi, konzervatory, technology a vyzkumné pracovniky, kurdtory muzejnich, archivnich
nebo knihovnich fondl, studenty oborl konzervace knih, rukopisti a uméleckych dél na papire,
umélce historiky a sbératele. Pfednasky se konaly ve Statni knihovné v Berliné. Castym tématem byla
preventivni péce a digitalizace. VyuZiti zafizeni na digitalni dokumentaci a prizkum se objevovalo
hned v nékolika prednaskach. Ryze praktické informace o postupech restaurovani, odkyselovani nebo
uloZeni fond( byly obsahem kratkych informacnich prednasek. Stale Zivym tématem je problematika
elezogalovych inkoust(l. Pro pracovniky NK CR byl pfinosny zejména ptispévek prof. Roberta Fuchse
o technikach zvlhéovani a narovnavani ztvrdlych Zelatinovanych pergamen(, nebot podobnou
problematiku nyni fe$i v odd. restaurovani historickych tiskd NK CR. Zajimavé bylo i predstaveni
vyroby a pouZiti novych materidld pro restaurovani, jako bakteridlni celuléza nebo nano-vldkna.
Vzorky bakteridlni celuldzy si pak pracovnici NK CR prohlédli na velmi poutavé exkurzi na pracovisti
znamého vyrobce papiru Gangolfa Ulbrichta. Pracovnici méli moZnost se seznamit s procesem vyroby
rGznych typu ruéniho papiru a vidét vybaveni dilny, véetné unikatni sbirky historickych sit, ktera p.
Ulbricht pouZiva. Byly prezentovany vysledky instrumentalnich analyz materiald jako FTIR, XRF apod.
Nékolik prezentaci se tykalo vyuziti i ve svété ojedinélého vybaveni jako Mikrofadeometr, systém ATP
nebo 3D mikroskop, které mda nebo brzy bude mit ve vybaveni také pracovisté OVVL Narodni
knihovny CR. Predndsky byly dale zaméfeny na vyvoj a posledni trendy v oboru konzervace a
restaurovani papiru, jako je management ochrany pamatek, vyzkum, sdileni pozitivnich i negativnich
zkuSenosti z védecko-vyzkumnych projektt. DileZitym tématem byla i etika restauratorskych zésaha.
Predndsejici byly z rlznych zemi (Nizozemi, Itadlie, Francie, Irsko, Belgie, Dansko, Velka Britanie,
Norsko, USA, Kanada, Polsko, Guatemala, Japonsko aj..), ale vétsina specialistl pochazela z Némecka.

V patek 16. fijna byly pod vedenim berlinskych partnerskych instituci poradany workshopy a exkurze.
Pracovnici NK se ucastnili jednotlivych workshopl s rdznou tématikou, podle jejich pracovniho
zaméreni.
